Accepted a $1,200 donation by the Brooklyn Democratic Club to the Brooklyn Senior Center.

Accepted body armor, helmets and basic medical supplies from the County.

Approved the donation of the 1941 fire truck to the Western Reserve Firefighters Museum.

Approved Notes for $202,000 to pay down building improvements, $238,000 notes to pay down the re
surfacing of streets, and $1,500,000 in notes for the reconstruction of Roadoan and Roadoan Alley.

Established a new paritime Recreation Program Coordinator for a rate of $10 per hour to $15 per hour.

Passed new Section 335.073 in the Codified Ordinances to permit police officers to ticket drivers without valid
insurance.

Passed the 2017 Annual Appropriations. Total of all funds is $21,882,943.

Passed a job retention and creation grant with Inogen for an amount not to exceed $100,000. This is 30% of
the income tax for the first year, 20% for the second and 10% for third. Inogen would commit to 240 new
jobs over three years with an annual payroll of $12,000. They also play $500,000 in facility improvements
to their new space in the old American Greetings headquarters.

Passed an amendment to the EMS billing for nenesidents as recoup cost of the unreimbursed charges re-
lated to emergency medical and ambulance services.

Other Matters:

A Motion was made by Council to join other communities in a lawsuit challenging Ohio Senate Bill 331
that will cause municipalities to loose significant control over public rightof-way with regard to
small cell facilities.

Council discussed the division of property taxes. There were 33 other communities in the County that
had higher property taxes and 26 communities in Cuyahoga County with lower property taxes. Out
of all of the property taxes collected in Brooklyn, 61.8% went to Brooklyn Schools, 24.65% went to
the County, 7.04% to the City, 3.56% to Polaris Vocational, and 2.95% to the County Library.

Approved Amended Section 1360(b) of the Codified Ordinances. License Application Form and Fee now per-
mits the City to bill rental dwellings with 4 or more units $100 annual plus $25 per dwelling unit with a
max of $3,000.

Approved Change Order #6 with Eclipse Co, LLC for the Tiedeman Road Project for an amount of 28,335. This
overages were caused by changes to the original engineering.

Approved amended Section 143.02(a) and (b) of the Codified Ordinances relating to EMS Service Charges.
This permits the city to charge medical insurance $150 for netransport incidents.

Approved an amendment with Soza Fitness to allow for a $120 annual pass for Soza members to use the
swimming facilities. Additionally, it set corporate class rates from a range between $410 and special
event class from $10 to $18 per class.

Authorized the purchase of two 2017 Ford Interceptor Sedans from Bob Gillingham Ford along with ancillary
equipment and decaling for the Police Department for a total cost of $75,805.57. This was approved as
part of the capital budget and will include a trade in for $4,500.
